This descriptive research aimed to describe
(1) the level of the self-esteem of the second year
students of Taman Dewasa (Juniocr High School) Ibu
Pawiyatan Yogyakarta in the academic year of 1997/1998
and (2) the rank of self-esteem areas of the second
year students of Taman Dewasa (Junior High School) Ibu
Pawiyatan Yogyakarta in the academic year of 1997/1998.

The data were collected by using the Self-Esteem
Inventory (SEI) constructed by Coopersmith (1967). The
areas of the self-esteem are 1individual, social,
family, and school.

The research subjects were 112 second year
students of Taman Dewasa (Junior High School) Ibu
Pawiyatan Yogyakarta in the academic year of 1997/1998.

The results show that (1) nine studens have
