In the academic world, thesis abstracts play an important role as summaries of students’ 

research. However, language errors such as spelling, punctuation, diction, and sentence 
structure are often found in abstracts. These errors diminish the quality of the thesis and can 
cause misunderstandings in interpreting the research findings. This study analyzes language 
errors in the abstracts of theses written by students of the Indonesian Language andLiterature 
Education Program Studi Pendidikan Bahasa dan Sastra Indonesia (PBSI) at Sanata Dharma 
University for the 2019/2020 period. The objective of this research is to describe language 
errors, including spelling and punctuation errors, diction errors, and sentence structure errors 
in the thesis abstracts of Pendidikan Bahasa dan Sastra Indonesia (PBSI) students at Sanata 
Dharma University for the 2019/2020 period. 

This research is a descriptive qualitative study. The data source is the abstracts of theses 
written by Pendidikan Bahasa dan Sastra Indonesia (PBSI) students at Sanata Dharma 
University, Yogyakarta, for the 2019/2020 period. The data consists of errors found in these 
thesis abstracts. The data analysis techniques include data identification, data classification, 
data interpretation, conclusion drawing, and reflection. This research employs forensic 
linguistic and pragmatic theories rooted in the systematic functional theory of Subyantoro and 
Wijana. The primary instrument of this research is the researcher herself. Data collection 
techniques include the non-participatory observation technique (SBLC) by Sudaryanto and the 
note-taking technique by Mahsun. Data triangulation was also carried out by validating the 
data with lecturers who have knowledge or experience in the field of language.
