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Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mendeskripsikan dan menganalisis tiga permasalahan antara
lain: (1) latar belakang Joseph Stalin terlibat dalam Perang Dunia Il, (2) keterlibatan Joseph
Stalin dalam Perang Dunia Il, (3) dampak yang ditimbulkan dari peranan Joseph Stalin dalam
Perang Dunia Il.

Penelitian ini menggunakan metode sejarah (historis), dengan tahapan: pemilihan topik,
heuristik (pengumpulan sumber), kritik sumber, interpretasi, dan historiografi (penulisan
sejarah). Pendekatan yang digunakan adalah pendekatan militer dan politik dengan penulisan
bersifat deskriptif analitis.

Hasil penelitian menunjukan bahwa (1) Stalin menjadi pemimpin Uni Soviet dari tahun 1924.
Keterlibatan Stalin pada Perang Dunia Il karena keadaan Benua Eropa setelah Perang Dunia |
menjadi tidak stabil, dan munculnya ldeologi-ideologi politik baru membuat keadaan benua
Eropa semakin memanas, (2) Perang Dunia Il dimulai dengan Invasi Jerman ke Polandia,
Jerman menyerang seluruh Benua Eropa termasuk Uni Soviet, Kepemimpinan Stalin diuji
dengan perjuangannya menghadapi serangan Hitler, seperti Operasi Blitzkrieg, Operasi
Barbarossa, Perang Leningrad, Perang Stalingrad, Hingga Stalin melakukan serangan balasan
di kota Berlin yang membuat Jerman dan blok poros kalah menandakan berakhirnya Perang
Dunia Il. (3) Eksistensi Stalin dalam mengakhiri perang dunia Il sangat berpengaruh. Stalin
terlibat dalam Konferensi Yalta, Konferensi Postdam dan Konferensi Teheran. Setelah perang
dunia I1, Stalin juga mengatur kebijakan Jerman dan Blok poros. Jerman dibagi menjadi dua
wilayah Jerman Barat dan Jerman Timur. Stalin yang menganut komunisme memiliki peran
penting dalam penyebaran komunisme di dunia dan Stalin menjadi pemeran utama dalam
mengalahkan Nazisme Jerman dengan serangan balasan dalam Perang Berlin.
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This research aims to describe and analyze three issues: (1) the background of Joseph Stalin's
involvement in World War Il, (2) Joseph Stalin's involvement in World War 1l, and (3) the
impact of Joseph Stalin's role in World War 1.

This study uses a historical method, with stages including topic selection, heuristics (source
collection), source criticism, interpretation, and historiography (historical writing). The
approach taken includes military and political perspectives, with a descriptive-analytical
writing style.

The results of the research show that (1) Stalin became the leader of the Soviet Union in 1924.
Stalin's involvement in World War Il was due to the unstable condition of Europe after World
War |, and the emergence of new political ideologies further heated the situation in Europe.
(2) World War Il began with Germany's invasion of Poland. Germany attacked the entire
European continent, including the Soviet Union. Stalin's leadership was tested as he struggled
against Hitler's assaults, such as Operation Blitzkrieg, Operation Barbarossa, the Siege of
Leningrad, and the Battle of Stalingrad. Stalin eventually launched a counterattack in Berlin,
which led to the defeat of Germany and the Axis powers, marking the end of World War I1. (3)
Stalin's role in ending World War 11 was highly influential. He was involved in the Yalta
Conference, the Potsdam Conference, and the Tehran Conference. After World War 11, Stalin
also played a role in shaping policies for Germany and the Axis powers. Germany was divided
into West Germany and East Germany. As a proponent of communism, Stalin played a
significant role in spreading communism worldwide and was a key figure in defeating Nazi
Germany with his counterattack in the Battle of Berlin.
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
